HIGHER EDUCATION IN GREAT BRITAIN
PART I

There are some 90 universities and 70 other higher education institutions
in Great Britain: polytechnics and numerous colleges for more specialized
needs, such as colleges of technology, technical colleges, colleges of arts and
agricultural colleges in England and Wales.

They all provide a wide range of courses from lower-level technical and
commercial courses through specialized courses of various kinds to advanced
courses for those who want to get higher-level posts in commerce, industry and
administration, or take up one of a variety of professions.

Courses are a combination of lectures, seminars, tutorials and laboratory
work. In a lecture the student is one of a large number of students. He listens to
the lecturers, takes notes, but asks no questions. In a seminar he raises problems
and discusses them with his fellow students under the direction of one of the
teachers. In a tutorial he is accompanied by only a handful of students and
discuses his personal academic problems with a teacher.

Study in courses may be full-time and part-time. Full-time education
includes sandwich courses in which periods of full-time study (for example, six
months) alternate with full-time practical work and training in industry. Full-
time and sandwich courses now are an important part of higher education in
England and Wales.

A degree is an academic qualification awarded at most universities and
colleges upon completion of a higher educational course (a first degree) or a
piece of research (higher degrees). If students pass their final exam at the end of
a three-year course, they get their first degree. Students with a first degree
become Bachelors of Arts or Science, and can put B.A. or B.Sc. after their
names. If they want to go a step further and become Master of Arts or Science,
they have to write an original paper, or thesis, on some subject based on a short
period of research, usually soon after graduation. If students wish to become
academics and perhaps teach in a university, then they will work for a higher
degree, a Doctor of Philosophy — a Ph.D. For this they will have to carry out
some important research work.
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PART II

Diplomas in Agriculture are offered by Agricultural Colleges at different
Universities of England and Wales. Agricultural programme provides an
education at the technical level and contains agriculturally oriented courses.
After a common first semester of courses, students can select of the divisions in
the programme: Agribusiness, Farm Managers, Horticulture and others.

The Agribusiness Division provides students with an uderstanding of the
economic and business aspects of agricultural production, the corresponding
supply industries and food marketing.

The Farm Managers Division helps students to develop an understanding of
agricultural science and knowledge of modern farm production in the areas of
agricultural economics, animal science and crop science.

The Horticulture Division provides a student with an understanding of fruit and
vegetable production, landscape horticulture or turf management.

Graduates of agricultural colleges can be employed in farm management or
agricultural industry. They work as farm managers, horticultural research
technicians, district sales representatives, crop insurance appraisers, farm
consultants and others.

TEXT B
HIGHER EDUCATION IN BELARUS. MY UNIVERSITY

Belarus is a country with a wide network of higher education
establishments. The higher educational system in Belarus includes about 33
University type institutions. For each 1,000 people employed in the national
economy there are 351 specialists with higher and middle specialized education.
To be admitted to an institution of higher learning a student has to pass a series
of written tests. Grades in the certificate of secondary education are also taken
into account. Entry to higher education is quite competitive. The number of
higher education institutions that train specialists for agriculture is not great.

Within the broad system of higher educational institutions the Belarusian
State Agrarian Technical University has a significant meaning in the field of
higher education. It’s one of the Universities that train agricultural specialists. It
was founded in 1954. Today it prepares highly qualified specialists for different
fields of science and technology.

About 8800 young people get their higher education both at full-time and
extramural departments.

There are 7 departments at the University: agromechanical department,
agro-power department, farm machinery service department, business and
managemnt department, department of humanities and ecology and preparatory
department. The agromechanical department trains mechanical engineers. The
agro-power department trains engineers for electrification and automation of
farm production. The farm machinery service department trains farm machinery
maintenance engineers, engineer-managers and labor protection specialists. The
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business and management department prepares managers and entrepreneurs in
the field of agribusiness. The department of humanities and ecology prepares
engineer-ecologists, sociologists for the agro-industrial complex enterprises.
Preparatory department provides a high-quality preparation of young people for
entrance examinations.

The academic year is divided into two terms. At the end of each term
students take exams. If the results are good, students get scholarship.

The teaching process is based on lectures, practical classes, seminars, lab.
works. Full time students usually have three or four classes a day. Our future
engineers must have a basic knowledge of the sciences, and should know much
of the technology. They study many of subjects: maths, physics, informatics,
chemistry, drawing, technology of metals, foreign languages and many
specialized subjects. Industrial practice activities of the students such as
agronomy, crop cultivation, livestock breeding are organized at the University
training farm in Borovlyany. Here the students practice driving cars, lorries,
tractors, combine-harversters and other machinery. They also have to write term
papers. On completion of studies students present their graduation theses. After
passing their finals, students are awarded ordinary diplomas or diplomas with
honors.

There are good facilities to study and to rest at the University. Well-
equipped laboratories, computer classes, workshops for metal, machine,
electrogas welding and farm machinery maintenance works are available both
for teaching and for personal use. There is a large library and several reading
halls at the BSATU. Books on all professions are on open access there. For
those who are fond of sports there are several sport grounds, a football field and
different sport sections.

Graduates of our University can work not only on the farms of our
republic but also at different plants, factories, industrial enterprises, research
laboratories and institutes, joint ventures and banks.

SUPPLEMENTARY TEXT 1
BRITISH UNIVERSITIES

There is no single universally accepted definition of what a university
should be like. British universities are different.

In 1960 there were only 23 British universities. Today there are 90. They
can be roughly divided into the following groups:

Oxford and Cambridge: Scholars were studying in these ancient
universities in the early thirteenth century. Since that time Oxford and
Cambridge have continued to grow, but until the nineteenth century they were
the only universities in England, and they offered no place to girls.

Four universities were founded in Scotland before Scotland and
England were united: St. Andrews (14, 11), Glasgow (1450), Aberdeen (1494)
and Edinburgh (1583).
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The Redbrick Universities: In this group are listed all universities
founded between 1850 and 1930 including London university They were called
«redbrick», because that was the favourite building material of the time, but they
are rarely referred to as «Redbrick» today.

The New Universities: These were all founded after the Second World
War. Some of them quickly became popular because of their modern approach
to university courses.

In 1992 the majority of British polytechnics, that offered a wide range of
subjects and many had close links with industry and commerce in their local
area, were also incorporated into universities. So at present there are four
different types of universities in Great Britain.

The typical academic programme for university students in Great Britain
1s composed of a varying number of courses or subjects within a field of
specialisation.

The academic activities for each subject fall into three-types: lectures, at
which attendance is not always compulsory, tutorials and examinations. These
three categories provide the means by which students prepare themselves in
specialised fields of knowledge.

However, universities have never had a monopoly on higher learning. In
Britain, full-time higher education also takes place outside the Universities.

SUPPLEMENTARY TEXT 2
THE OPEN UNIVERSITY

The Open University was established in Britain in 1969 to enable people
to study for a best degree at home. It started its first course in 1971 with 19,580
students. Now it is Britain's largest teaching institution, with more than 100,000
men and women taking its various courses at any given time. About 6,000
students of all ages get degrees every year. Its degrees, diplomas and other
qualifications are equal to those of any other university.

Apart from the well-known degree courses there are a lot of other courses,
some lasting only a few weeks, others ten or twelve months.

Courses cover a wide range of subjects — from everyday topics through
traditional university disciplines — history, chemistry, electronics and so on —
to the latest manufacturing techniques.

The University is open to any person over 18 living in Britain or another
member nation of the European Union, regardless of previous education. And of
course, you must have the desire to learn.

The OU operates by sending its educational materials to students, in their
own homes or places of work. Instruction often makes use of such course
materials as special equipment to conduct science and technology experiments at
home, audio and videocassettes, and computer software. Students of the OU
receive their lessons and lectures in their homes by means of special TV and
radio programmes. Some courses are taught via the Internet, while others make
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use of the Internet as one component of instruction. Some courses include a one-
week instruction in residential schools, usually offered during the summer.

The University offers programmes in the arts, mathematics and
computing, science and technology, social science, education, health and social
welfare, business, and humanities.
